For the fifth consecutive
kharif cropping season, A Vi-
jay Kumar from Dhulehole
village in Harihar taluk of
Central Karnataka, has man-
aged to reduce the amount of
water used for growing
paddy.

Since joining The Good
Rice Alliance’s (TGRA) Car-
bon Farming Programme in
Kharif 2023, Kumar has
transformed his paddy cul-
tivation practices, shifting
from the traditional puddled
transplanted rice (PTR)
method to the alternate wet-
ting and drying (AWD) tech-
nique.

Unlike conventional rice
farming, where fields remain
continuously flooded for
most of the season, the AWD
method requires irrigation
onlywhen the water levelina
perforated pipe placed in the
field drops below a set
threshold. This simple but
effective monitoring helps

prevent over irrigation
thereby improving water use
efficiency for paddy, tradi-
tionally a water intensive
crop.

“Practising AWD  has
helped reduce my water use
by about 30-35 per cent,”
says Kumar, who has been
cultivating paddy for over 25
years using water drawn
from the nearby Tun-
gabhadra river. Kumar’s ex-
perience reflects a quiet but
growing transformation
across parts of Central
Karnataka, where farmers
part of TGRA’s Carbon

Farming Project are learning
that sustainability can go
hand-in-hand with pro-
ductivity.

REWARDING CHANGE

TGRA, floated by agri major
Bayer, in collaboration with
GenZero, a Temasek-owned
investment platform dedic-
ated to accelerating decar-
bonisation globally and Shell
Energy India Private Ltd, is
focussing on reducing green
house gas emissions, by pro-
moting sustainable agricul-
tural practices such as AWD
and direct seeded rice (DSR)

in paddy cultivation. “We are
using less water, spending
less on fertilizers, and still
getting better yields,” says
Kumar, who grows the fine
paddy variety RNR, with sat-
isfaction.

The transition has been
both economically and envir-
onmentally rewarding. The
reduced water use helps pre-
vent emissions of gases like
methane, which are harmful,
he adds. Methane emissions
arise largely from the tradi-
tional PTR due to the anaer-
obic composition of the or-
ganic matter as paddy fields
remain submerged under
water for long periods.

So is the case with
Mugappa  Naduvinamani,
who is growing paddy in the
neighbouring Ranebennur
taluk.

After being part of TGRA’s
carbon farming project pro-
ject, Mugappa says has seen
an average increase of
around 200 kgs in produc-
tion of paddy per hectare,
practising the AWD method
of paddy cultivation.

Mugappa and Kumar are
among over 2,000 farmers in
the region who have started
practising AWD. They are
constantly guided by the
field officers from the Dav-
angere-based Eco Agripren-
eurs, which is helping TGRA
implement the carbon farm-
ing project in some 6595 hec-
tares across 58 villages in
Karnataka’s Davangere,
Haveri, Vijaynagar and
Gadag districts. Paddy is
among the most water-in-
tensive crops in India, typic-
ally requiring around 3,000-
5,000 litres of water to pro-
duce one kilogram of rice.

“Farmers have gained con-
siderably through improved
yields and seen reduction in
costs due to the need based
application of inputs, be it
fertiliser or agrochemical
sprays, based on the recom-
mendation of our field of-
ficers,” says Narayanagouda
Malkaji, co-founder of Eco
Agripreneurs.

Project Unnati Apple initiat-
ive, supported by Anandana-

ation, has helped many farm-
ers in Uttarakhand adopt cli-
mate-resilient,  high-yield
apple cultivation, according
toamedia statement.

Highlighting the success
story of Basanti Bisht from
Sunderkhal village in Ut-
tarakhand, the statement
said she was cultivating cab-
bage and wheat on her small
plot of land a few years ago,
often losing crops to wild an-
imals and earning little in
return.

Through the high-density

apple farming introduced
through Project Unnati
Apple, Basanti learned mod-
ern orchard techniques —
from planting to irrigation
and pest management —
that would help her grow
more in less time.

Quoting Bisht, the state-
ment said: “These trees are
smaller, but their yield is
much higher. When we
planted them, people from
the village came to see. Some
thought it wouldn’t work
here, but I believed init.”

OWN INVESTMENT

With a small investment and
her own hard work, Basanti
transformed  her land.
Within a year, her orchard
produced seven boxes of

apples. That number rose to
50 by the second year. She
runs a small homestay where
guests can pluck apples
themselves.

CMFRI warns against fishing of sardine
Juvenﬂes urges catching over 10 cminssize

The ICAR-Central Marine
Fisheries Research Institute
(CMFRI) has urged fishers to
adhere to sustainable har-
vest levels and comply with
the Minimum Legal Size
(MLS) of 10 cm for the In-
dian Oil Sardine, in light of a
remarkable resurgence of
young sardines observed
along the Kerala coast.

According to CMEFRI,
maintaining the MLS is cru-
cial for protecting both live-
lihoods and food security
while ensuring the long-term
sustainability of the sardine
fishery.

Arecent CMFRI study had
revealed a phenomenal surge
in sardine recruitment dur-
ing 2024, the highest since
2020, supported by favour-
able rainfall patterns and

BIG CATCH. A recent CMFRI study had revealed a phenomenal
surge in sardine recruitment during 2024, the highest since 2020

monsoon-related upwelling
of nutrient-rich waters that
boosted micro-plankton
growth, leading to a massive
influx of young fish into
coastal waters. The surge in
young sardines has also led
to increased competition for
food among recruits, result-
ing in lower weight gains for
zero-year-class fish.

It has come to notice that
CMFRI’s study is widely mis-
understood regarding

sardine growth, wrongly as-
suming that the fish will not
grow further.

CMFRI study does not im-
ply such interpretation, said
Grinson George, Director of
CMFR], reiterating that ju-
venile fishing should not be
practised under any circum-
stances.

He emphasised that pro-
tecting young fish is vital to
ensure the long-term sus-
tainability of the sardine

Hindustan Zinc may get re-rated
amid surge in silver prices

With silver prices surging on
the back of strong demand,
Hindustan Zinc may get re-
rated as it is one of the
largest producers of the pre-
cious metal.

Silver prices recently
surged past $50 per ounce,
reaching multi-year highs.
This, coupled with favour-
able momentum across zinc
and lead, have contributed to
the positive outlook on
Hindustan Zinc.

According to a recent Bat-
livala & Karani Securities re-
port, the stock “merits a po-

tential re-rating toward
12-14 times EV (Enterprise
value) /EBITDA.”

According to the report,
Hindustan Zinc “remains
one of the world’s lowest-
cost and most efficient pro-

ducers of zinc, lead and sil-

” supported by sizeable
internal accruals and min-
imal leverage.

The brokerage noted that
“trading at 8.8 times EV/
EBITDA, the stock appears
undervalued relative to
peers and merits a potential
re-rating toward 12-14
times.

40% EBITDA GROWTH
The company is positioned
to deliver 40 per cent
EBITDA growth over FY25-
28, driven by higher through-
put, better realisations and
cost optimisation at a base
case scenario of $3,000 a
tonne, $2,000 a tonne and
$45 an ounce in silver,” it
said.

Silver already contributes
over 40 per cent of HZLs
profitability.

Analysts estimate that
every $1 per ounce rise in sil-

ver adds nearly ¥180 crore to
EBITDA, highlighting the
leverage inherent in the busi-
ness.

With silver production
costatjust 12 per cent of rev-
enue, it isamong the highest-
margin segments in the
portfolio.

During the quarter, re-
fined-metal production
stood at 2.46 lakh tonnes and
saleable silver was at 144
tonnes.

REGULATED HARVEST
The institute advised a regu-
lated harvest of the fish
above MLS.
